Mercy  
 

Today, we celebrate the Feast of Divine 

Mercy. More than just a devotion, this feast 

should challenge us to examine our hearts 

and ask ourselves, “Am I a merciful person? 

Do I extend mercy to those around me?” In 

the gospel, the first words that the risen 

Jesus told His disciples were, “Peace be 

with you”. Let us take a moment to absorb the powerful scene of 

Jesus standing among His disciples, who had failed Him during 

His passion. It speaks to us about mercy. Despite what they did, 

Jesus offered them His peace. When Jesus appeared to the 

disciples, Thomas was not present, and so he did not believe 

when the rest told him what happened. Jesus' mercy did not give 

up on Thomas. Instead, He encountered Thomas and led him to 

experience Easter joy.   

 

Like the disciples, we might doubt and wander away from Jesus, 

yet He always meets us where we are, not to condemn us but to 

give us His presence of peace. As we receive His peace, we are 

called to become His missionaries of mercy by extending His 

peace to those around us.
