In the first reading, the Prophet Amos says, “Woe to those
ensconced so snugly in Zion and to those who feel so safe
on the mountain of Samaria...they drink wine by the
bowlful, and use the finest oil for anointing themselves, but
about the ruin of Joseph they do not care at all...”. The
prophet criticises those who live in comfort while remaining
indifferent to the pain and suffering of others, particularly
those in need. Having faith in and love for God means that
we should open our eyes to those around us and
demonstrate our care and mercy towards them. In the
Gospel, Jesus tells a parable about a rich man who leads a
self-centred life, ignoring Lazarus, the poor beggar at his
gate. The way he treats Lazarus reflects his relationship
with God.

Let us examine our own relationship with God. When He is
central in our hearts, we naturally feel compelled to care for
and love those around us, especially the vulnerable. May
we follow Jesus’ example by embracing generosity and
serving others for their benefit.
