Our Father   
 

In today’s Gospel passage, Jesus’ disciples asked Him to 

teach them how to pray. He responded by teaching them the 

Lord’s Prayer. Jesus began the prayer by addressing God as 

“Father,” inviting His disciples into a personal and intimate 

relationship with Him. Today, Jesus continues to invite us to 

recognise God as our loving parent, someone we can fully 

trust and rely on for everything we need, including daily 

nourishment, forgiveness, and help during temptation.  
 

Next, Jesus told His disciples, “… Ask, and it will be given to 

you; search, and you will find; knock, and the door will be 

opened to you…”. Jesus encourages us not to give up but to 

pray with trust. It is important that when we pray for ourselves 

or others, we should let go and let God into our needs, and not 

control how and when He should answer our prayers. Prayer is 

always heard by God, but He does not always respond as we 

might wish.  Instead, He gives us what we truly need, not what 

we want. What we think we want may not always be what is 

best for us in the long run. Let us learn to pray with trust and 

perseverance, knowing that God will never disappoint us.
