Faith and service  
 

In today’s gospel passage, the disciples ask Jesus to 

“increase” their faith—they want to have more faith. Jesus 

responds by telling them that even faith as small as a 

mustard seed is enough to live as His disciples. They 

should not assume that requesting an increase in faith will 

grant them more power to dominate others or get 

admiration from others. In fact, the more faith one 

possesses, the greater the call to humble oneself in 

service.  

 

Having more faith does not grant us status or praise from 

others. Instead, it propels us to put into practice Jesus’ 

teachings about love and service in our everyday lives. 

Ultimately, how fulfilling it would be to approach Jesus, our 

Master, and humbly and joyfully say, “We are merely 

servants; we have done no more than our duty.” Even with 

faith as small as a mustard seed, we are called to follow 

Jesus by living a life of loving service, particularly towards 

the poor and vulnerable among us. The emphasis should 

not be on the size of our faith, but rather on how that faith—

no matter how small—motivates us to serve others.
